1. Short Title

The Policy may be called the Rajasthan Film Tourism Promotion Policy - 2022 and shall be a
part of Rajasthan Film Shooting (Amendment) Regulations, 2016.

2. Definitions
a) ‘'Policy’ means Rajasthan Film Tourism Promotion Policy - 2022.

b) ‘Film’ means same as given in the Indian Cinematography Act, 1952 where ‘Film’ means a
cinematograph film.

c) 'Film Shooting’ means making of cinematographic film of motion pictures of a story or of
an episode of a serial of motion picture or event recorded by a camera for the purpose of
showing by cinematograph in a cinema, or on television or other electronic media whether
that being for commercial cinema venture or purely artistic creation for publicity and / or
advertisement, intended for public viewing or showing or exhibiting whereof would be
governed by the Cinematograph Act, 1952 (Central Act No. 37 of 1952) or any other law
for the time being in force.

d) ‘Feature Film’ refers to a minimum 90 minutes’ cinematograph film that is graded or
certified by Central Board of Film Certification (CBFC).

e) The 'Qualified Cost of Project’ (QCOP) means the expenditure on the project that is
incurred for production of the project in Rajasthan by Film maker/Producer Company.

3. Objectives

The key objectives of Rajasthan Film Tourism Promotion Policy, 2022 are:

3.1 To establish Rajasthan as a Most Film Friendly State and an important destination for film
shooting.

3.2 Toincrease cultural benefits such as screen tourism and branding of the state.
3.3 Togenerate employment opportunities and enhance skill development in the State.

3.4 To promote production of quality films in Rajasthani language.

4. Scheme Period

The Scheme will remain in operation for 5 years from the date of its publication, or until
substituted by another Scheme, whichever is earlier.

5. Eligibility Criteria

5.1 The incentives through this Scheme shall be given only to those feature films/T.V. Serials/
T.V. Reality shows, Web series, documentaries which meet the following minimum
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eligibility criteria:

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Atleast 15% crew should be hired from Rajasthan;
The film should be certified U or U/A by Central Board of Film Certification.

More than Rs.2.00 crore of the Qualified Cost of Project (QCOP) should be
incurred in Rajasthan.

T.V. serials/ T.V. Reality shows, Web series, documentaries would be eligible for
subsidy only after minimum 30 days of their shooting in the State.

Feature films should be released in theatre/OTT platform and T.V. Serials/ T.V.
Reality shows, Web series, documentaries should be released on respective
channel/ OTT platform.

It shall be mandatory for each production house availing financial incentives under
Rajasthan Film Tourism Promotion Policy, 2022 to give due credit to the State
Government and Department of Tourism in the film. Shooting location may be
mentioned in the film wherever feasible.

It shall be mandatory to display logo of the Department of Tourism in credit list of
Film/T.V. serial/T.V. Reality show/ Web series, documentaries, or any other
production.

The Web Series, documentaries to be published on digital media conforming to
follow the General Guidelines for classification of films and other entertainment
programs including web based serials under “The Information Technology
(Intermediary Guidelines and Digital Media Ethics Code) Rules 2021" issued by
Ministry of Electronics and Information Technology, Govt. of India notification dated
25 February, 2021. The web series, documentaries should be rated U or U/A under
self-regulating mechanism..

Films Ineligible for Incentives

The following films shall not be eligible for any incentive:

Dubbed or revised version of a film.

Films derogatory to the nation or the state of Rajasthan or to its culture, history,
people, places, natural resources, environment, etc. or posing a threat to national
integrity, sovereignty and religious harmony.

Films with ‘A’ certificate from Central Board of Film Certification.

5.2.4 Web based series, documentaries to be published on digital media with ‘A’ rating.

6. Film Tourism Facilitation Cell (FTFQ):

To implement Rajasthan Film Tourism Promotion Policy, 2022, a dedicated Film Tourism
Facilitation Cell (FTFC) shall be constituted, headed by Commissioner /Director Tourism and
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function as nodal agency of the state for film tourism. This Cell shall ensure implementation of
Incentive Scheme, as per operational guidelines appended at Annexure ‘A" and work as single
window mechanism for granting all permissions related to shooting of films under Rajasthan
Film Shooting (Amendment) Regulations, 2016 in coordination with concerning government
departments and agencies in Rajasthan.

The film tourism facilitation cell (FTFC) shall comprise:

« Director Archaeology and Museum (Member)

 Financial Advisor/Chief Accounts Officer (Member)
 Joint/Deputy Director (Film Tourism) (Member Secretary)

» Representative of Film Industry/body — At least 01

« Other officials/experts may be invited by FTFC to provide necessary assistance to the
committees as and when required.

7. Financial Incentives under Rajasthan Film Tourism Promotion
Policy 2022

The Film Tourism Facilitation Cell shall act as the Nodal Agency of Department of Tourism (DoT)
in Rajasthan to provide financial incentives for film production/T.V. Serials/T.V Reality shows,
Web series, documentaries etc. and other works related to Incentive Scheme.

To encourage filmmakers to shoot more films in the State, following incentives will be provided
for the production of filmsin any language.

7.1 Financial Incentives for feature films/T.V. serials/T.V. shows, Web series, reality
show/documentaries:

A subsidy of Rs. 2.00 crore or 15% of total Qualified Cost of Production (QCOP) whichever
is lower, will be provided.

7.2 Exemption from all fees and charges at all monuments and locations under Forest,
Irrigation, PWD, Local bodies, Police, Devasthan and all State Government properties for
feature film shooting/ Television series/ shows/ Web series/ Reality shows.

7.3 Circuit Houses, Dak Bungalows and government owned Guest Houses located in the State
will be made available to film shooting crews on pre-booking basis at official rates. 50%
discount in accommodation at Rajasthan Tourism Development Corporation (RTDC) and
Rajasthan State Hotel Corporation (RSHC) properties shall be made available, subject to a
maximum discount of Rs.10.00 lac.

8. Implementing Procedure:

8.1 Any National/International film producer applying for permission for film shooting in
Rajasthan to Commissioner/Director Tourism and fulfilling eligibility criteria as per Clause-5
shall be eligible for this Incentive Scheme.

One-time online registration shall be mandatory for all applicants for seeking permission
of film shootings and availing incentive for film production.

Scheme and prescribed Application Form as appended at Annexure ‘C’ would be
available on website of Rajasthan Tourism. All applications shall be received online by
Film Tourism Facilitation Cell (online/offline till the portal is not ready).

Project applications for incentive shall be screened for Cultural Test. A panel of ‘Script
Evaluators’ shall be constituted by the department. These script evaluators shall
scrutinise the proposed projects that there are no adverse or negative views about people
of the country/ state through audio or visuals or any other way before case is
recommended to Film Tourism Facilitation Cell (FTFC) for grant of subsidy for the project.
In case of any discrepancy, decision of Director Tourism will be final.

The ‘Qualified Cost of Project’ (QCOP) will include pre-production (recce for film
locations), expenditure incurred for and during shooting/filming the project in Rajasthan.
All documentary evidences shall be provided in support of expenditure claimed by film
maker.

After completion/release of the film, the producer shall submit the application to Film
Tourism Facilitation Cell, DoT along with necessary certificates for the subsidy in the
prescribed format attached at Annexure ‘G’. The major expenditure permissible for the
Qualified Cost of Project (QCOP) for subsidy will be as per illustrative items listed in
Annexure ‘B’

The Qualified Cost of Project (QCOP) of a film and number of shooting days which are
mentioned in the application shall be decided on the basis of detailed project report,
including official shooting schedule submitted along with the application.

A Departmental Committee including a representative of accounts cell shall be
constituted by Commissioner/Director Tourism. This committee shall examine the subsidy
application and forward the same to the Commissioner/Director Tourism, along with its
recommendation for approval.

Submission of item-wise Audited Statement is mandatory to process the incentive
receivable.

Subsidy shall be released within period of 60 working days from the date of submission
of complete application with requisite documents and information as per checklist
appended at Annexure ‘H’, if found eligible.

The Film Tourism Facilitation Cell will function as the single point of contact for the film
makers/producers of the film. This Cell will facilitate all further permissions/approvals. A
local officer will be nominated as facilitator for every project sanctioned under the
Scheme.

A subsidy approval letter shall be issued to the applicant after approval of Film Tourism
Facilitation Cell (refer to Annexure ‘l’).

The subsidy amount shall be paid online through IFMS/RTGS, etc. to the applicant.

Single Window Clearance System

9.1 For Ease of Doing Business, an online single window clearance system has been created
to provide a single-point interface and time bound clearance mechanism for filmmakers
intending to make film/shoot in Rajasthan.

9.2 Onlinereceipt of all the applications has been made mandatory and time bound actionis
being taken by Film Tourism Facilitation Cell for obtaining necessary permissions in
coordination with respective regulatory authority and the concerned departments.

9.3 Thissingle window clearance system is prominently displayed on Department of Tourism
website (www.tourism.rajasthan.gov.in) and this shall also act as a platform for
dissemination of information related to Rajasthan Film Tourism Promotion Policy, 2022
and related rules, regulations and other utility services.

9.4 The Film Tourism Facilitation Cell, shall provide necessary support, coordination and
facility to all the filmmakers/applicants for shooting permissions.

9.5 An ADM level officer in each district shall be authorised as the District Sub Nodal Officer,
who will cooperate and coordinate at the district level for the implementation of RFTPP,
2022.

10.Establishment of Film City and Provision for Viability Gap

11

Funding

10.1 As perclause 6.2 (ix) of RIPS-2019, Film City has been included in Service Sector to provide
General benefits.

10.2 As per Clause 10.1 of RIPS-2019, customised package may be recommended by SEC for
Viability Gab Funding proposed for establishing Film City.

.A Policy for Encouraging and Incentivising production of films

in Rajasthani language

A dedicated ‘Policy for Encouraging and Incentivising Production of films in Rajasthani
language’ has been compiled as Part Il of this Policy. The objective of the Policy shall be to
encourage the production of quality films in Rajasthani language and promote Rajasthani
language, art and culture. Administrative Department for Part Il of this Policy will be
Department of Art & Culture, Government of Rajasthan.

11.1 All Rajasthani Films may be allowed reimbursement of SGST on the condition that SGST is
not collected from customers and due SGST is deposited in Government Treasury.

12.Setting up of a Film Institute and availability of Skilled Manpower

12.1 Availability of trained manpower and talented artistes is very essential for creating
adequate eco-system and sustained growth of the film shooting in the state. The State
government will coordinate with Government of India for opening a branch of the Film
and Television Institute in Rajasthan, so that aspiring talented youth of the State can be
trained. This would ensure availability of skilled manpower, technical staff and crew for
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12.2

shooting and production of films in the state.

The students of the State (bonafide residents) receiving training at the Film and Television
Institute of India, Pune and Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute, Kolkata will be
sanctioned annual scholarship of Rs.50,000. The maximum number of students for both
theinstitutes will be 10 students each per year.

Doubts relating to interpretation of any term and/ or dispute relating to the operation of
any provision under this Scheme shall have to be referred to the Principal Secretary,
Tourism, Government of Rajasthan for clarification / solution. The decision of the
Principal Secretary, Tourism shall be final and binding on all concerned.

Any change in facts or circumstances affecting the eligibility of the film maker shall be
intimated immediately to FTFC.

Time limit prescribed in this guideline shall be calculated on number of working days.
In case of any litigation or controversy, the subsidy shall be withdrawn.

The State Government reserves the right to amend any provision of this Scheme at any
time.

All actions, legal proceeding and suits arising from or connected to the RFTPP-2022 by
any of the parties (Government or Applicant) if necessary, shall be subject to exclusive
jurisdiction of courts in Jaipur, Rajasthan only and not elsewhere.

Administrative/lmplementing department for Part-1 of this Policy will be Department of
Tourism, and for Part-Il, Department of Art & Culture, Government of Rajasthan.

Operational Guidelines for Grant of Subsidy to Film
Makers/Producers to Shoot in Rajasthan

1. Time Frame for Filing Application
Eligible filmmakers shall apply for the subsidy in the prescribed Application Form complete
in all respects within one year from the date of release of the film for post release approval

for

incentives as provided in Clause-8 of Rajasthan Film Tourism Promotion Policy, 2022

(RFTPP — 2022).

2. Determination of Date of Release
The Date of Release (DOR) for availing subsidies shall be the date of its commercial release.
This shall be verified, based on the totality of submitted documentary evidence, by the Film

Tou

rism Facilitation Cell (FTFC).

3. Procedure for Application, Assessment, Sanction, Confirmation
& Ratification Thereon

Producers making films fulfilling the eligibility criteria as per the RFTPP 2022 and its
operational guidelines can apply. Before shooting of the film, the interested film makers
shall apply to Film Tourism Facilitation Cell (FTFC), Department of Tourism with a pre-
shooting synopsis as appended in Annexure ‘'C’.

Script Evaluators shall assess the eligibility of the proposed film based on the pre-shooting
synopsis. Thereafter, FTFC shall convey suitability of the proposed film for availing the
incentives under the Policy to the filmmaker, in Annexure ‘D’.

While shooting for the film in Rajasthan, the filmmaker shall keep FTFC informed about the
shooting schedule, sharing date-wise details of proposed shooting schedule as per format
in Annexure ‘E’. FTFC shall share the details with the respective liaison officer (District
Tourism Officer or any other officer as designated by the DOT/COT), who shall validate the
shooting at the location.

Producers of TV Serials/Shows will have to produce proof/letter of commitment issued by
respective TV channel/media house for commercial release of the project.

The project proposal should be complete with all documents and information as per
checklistappended at Annexure ‘H’.

Considering the merit of each case, the FTFC shall determine the eligible quantum of
subsidy for the film/ TV serials/shows.

FTFC shall also assess the amount of reimbursement towards accommodation at RTDC
properties during film shooting in Rajasthan. The assessment shall be done as per
Annexure‘l".

The FTFC will communicate the details of sanctioned subsidy to the concerned filmmakerin
the format given at Annexure 'J'.

In case of rejection of application, the same will be communicated by the FTFC, to the
concerned Filmmaker in the format prescribed at Annexure ‘'K'.
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4. Recovery of Subsidy

In case, a project in the opinion of the FTFC, has availed subsidy by misrepresentation, fraud or
by furnishing false and misleading information or by suppressing facts /materials or disbursed
in excess of the amount actually admissible for any reason, the incentive provided shall be
returned together with an interest of 24% per annum from the date of first disbursement.
